Community Updates From the Executive Director

CreekSide-Ash Creek Urban Reserve in
White Rock Hills —With the recent opening
of White Rock Hills Park and completion of
Highland Road, the neighborhoods surround-
ing the CreekSide development eagerly await

the finalization of the Trinity Forest Spine
Trail. Connecting to Highland Road, this trail will link residents to
the 50-miles of trails surrounding the city and will eventually run
southward I7-miles to the Trinity Audubon Center. Stay tuned, the
ribbon cutting for the trail is scheduled for fall. Negotiations are
currently underway to bring mountain bike trails and a senior activity
center to this area. Efforts continue to place the multi-million-dollar
White Rock Hills Recreation Center on the 2024 Bond Program.
With more recreation opportunities, FRI is building strong and
healthy neighborhoods.

El Rio Grande Latin Market in White Rock East — The White
Rock Hills and White Rock East zones of the Ferguson Road Initiative
are in certified food deserts. A food desert is defined by the USDA as
a neighborhood where 100 homes or more are without a car more than
half a mile from the nearest grocery store. Over the years, these com-
munities have slowly seen supermarkets like Minyards, Tom Thumb,
and others close, leaving families who depend on public transportation
without access to fresh meat and produce.

Once tethered by a Krogers grocery store, it eventually became a
flea market, in desperate need of a face lift. We are happy to see this

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project nearing completion. With store front improvements, the
installation of landscaped islands and new lighting, the owner will
be hiring locally, and be providing a sit-down restaurant.

This supermarket is scheduled for completion by the end of the year.

Starbucks Community Store in Casa View — With much antici-
pation, the Starbucks Community Store opened on July 11 at the newly
renovated Casa View Shopping Center. Starbucks Community Stores
serve under-resourced communities and partner with local nonprofit
organizations. They provide economic opportunity, hire and train
locally, and create dedicated meeting space for communities.

FRI has been working with Starbucks since April to help them
connect with the Far East Dallas community, plan their grand opening,
and introduce them to area nonprofit partners addressing food
insecurity and expertise in jobs skills training,

Saying Goodbye — After more than two decades of community
building, first as founder, and now as Executive Director, I will retire in
2023 from FRI. I will continue to serve on the FRI Economic Devel-
opment Committee to ensure CreekSide amenities are completed. This
will include the White Rock Hills Recreation Center. The Center will
be the flagship that completes the CreekSide development.

It has been a privilege to work with my friends and neighbors to
help turn our once declining community into one that is thriving and
serving all who live, work, play and go to school in Far East Dallas.

governorship of Texas and our nation’s legislative
response to mass shootings and gun control,
voting rights, the filibuster, Roe v. Wade
codification and contraception access, pandemic
preparedness, and a host of issues America seeks to reconcile.

City Council Redistricting

For the third time in two decades the land in
the White Rock Hills neighborhood in Far East
Dallas (FED), where the future White Rock Hills
Recreation Center will be located, will be in its
third city council district: First district seven, then
nine, and now two. Why is this important?

Every 10 years census redistricting takes place
across America for all electoral districts. District lines must be redrawn
to account for population shifts and to craft electoral districts that have
roughly the same number of people.

Because city council redistricting greatly influences the flow of
resources to FED, the Ferguson Road Initiative (FRI) established a
Redistricting Task Force over six months before community forums were
held by the appointed Redistricting Commission. Once these forums
began taking place, Redistricting Commissioners heard from FRI and
our constituents on close to a dozen separate occasions. At each of these
meetings, FRI prepared a packet for each commissioner showcasing our
accomplishments as a “community of interest” and reasons why FED
should remain in two city council districts. The FRI Board of Directors
knew early on that population shifts, not to mention the tremendous
population growth of Dallas, FED, and Texas overall, would likely move
some lines around. The FRI Board of Directors knew we had to make
reasonable requests to the commissioners. “Our ask was simple: keep us in
two districts and move the lines as needed so long as it was reasonable to do so,”
stated Austin Endo, a member of the FRI Redistricting Task Force.

Why is it important to FRI to remain in two districts? Because
adding a third district makes advocacy at the political level more difficult.
FRI works not only with our City Councilmembers, but we also work
with their staff and appointees, like their Park Board Members and Plan
Commissioners. Maps released in late spring 2022 placed Far East Dallas
into three city council districts, locating District 2 between Districts 7
and 9. Furthermore, the map broke up several FRI zones: White Rock
Hills and Casa View. The rationale by the Commission was to ensure
a fourth Hispanic district within the city.

Once it was understood that the Redistricting Commission
was committed to maintaining the third district in Far East Dallas,
FRI worked with the Commission to help unite White Rock Hills.

The final map (see above) was presented to the City Council in May.
Councilmembers worked together to make amendments that would
help unify communities that had been split apart.

The final map was adopted by the City Council on June 27.
The Ferguson Road Initiative will be represented by Districts, 7, 9,
and now, 2. Although the new city council districting is not what we
expected or originally wanted, we are confident we will work well with
Councilperson Jesse Moreno (District 2) in addition to Adam Bazaldua
(District 7) and Paula Blackmon (District 9). In fact, FRI is taking the
approach that we now have three advocates for Far East Dallas of the
I4-member city council. “FRI does not always win, but we’re always trying
to do right by our community in Far East Dallas,” said Karl Zavitkovsky, FRI
Board Member, Economic Development, Chair.
